Below are details about the program this year that will run
from June — August with monthly drawings. Place the cards around town at libraries and other public places to help
promote your market.

The market manager or volunteer would be responsible for punching or initialing the cards and collecting
them at a central location. As an incentive, VDACS is offering a monthly prize drawing of a Virginia
Grown/ Virginia Finest gift basket for all eligible completed punched cards. Monthly drawings will be held
for cards that were completed in June, July and August. (More details will be provided on the Virginia
Grown later this month for consumers.)

Completed punch cards will be collected by market managers and mailed to VDACS with a participation
form at the end of each month. Markets can keep a running total of §$ spent at their markets and have the
opportunity to collect customer email addresses for marketing, newsletters, etc. (Each punch card has 14
punches, a value of $140 spent at the market.)

August 31 will conclude the promotion and the Farmers Market with the most entries will be eligible for a
special prize.

Punch cards will direct consumers to the Virginia Grown website for more details about the pledge and

drawings.
